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The New England Council is an alliance of businesses, colleges and universities, non-profits and other
organizations dedicated to promoting economic development and a high quality of life in the six-state
region. The Council recognizes that the future of New England’s economy depends largely on the
education of its youth and that, beyond the classroom, work internships provide meaningful, participatory
learning which serves to enhance basic academic foundations.

Committed to the region’s next generation of leaders, the New England Council will award a summer
stipend of $2,000 for housing and expenses to ten selected undergraduate students who have obtained an
internship in a New England delegation congressional office in order to gain valuable exposure to the
inner-workings of our federal government. At least one candidate per New England state will be selected
based on a demonstrated clear commitment to the region and public service, as well as academic and
extracurricular achievement. Financial need will also be taken into consideration.

» Must have completed their sophomore year
» Demonstrate a clear commitment to their state/the region (Ex: involvement in community
service and/or state programs)
» Maintain a 3.0 grade point average
» Financial need will also be taken into consideration
